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Using the Individual Student Option 

Prior Attainment 
1) Enter a student's GCSE or Key Stage 4 average points directly, using the new 0-9 points system.  

 

 

 

 

 

Subject 
The ‘Subject' section is where the target grades are generated. 

2) The qualification type should be selected from the first dropdown. 
 

 

3) The second box allows you to specify the subject you want to be predicted for. Type the first few 
letters of the subject and a pop up will appear to select the appropriate subject from. Alternatively, 
click on the arrow on the right-hand side of the 'Choose subject' box and you will be able to view a 
list of all subjects available for the selected qualification type.  
 

 

4) Your student's predicted grades will automatically be generated next to the subject name. These will 
be displayed by percentile, from the minimum target at the 50th percentile up to more aspirational 
targets at the 90th.

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Fill in Your Template – Additional Information 
 

Subject names  
Subject names do not need to be in any particular format – as long as it is recognisable to you. 

You will be asked to match each subject to the subjects in our database, if the system has not 

recognised it. The system will then remember the naming conventions you use so that you won’t 

need to complete this step each time you generate predictions from a spreadsheet. So, if you specify 

that ‘AFr’ = ‘A Level French’, then the next time you generate predictions from a spreadsheet, this 

naming convention will be understood automatically.

Modifying the Columns  
If you want to include other columns of student data in the final report, such as tutor group, you can 

modify the master report to add extra information. 

The provided master report is a versatile spreadsheet which can be used. The report generation fills 

in the prediction columns and does not modify anything else.

8) Make sure that you save any changes you have made to the file, keeping it in XLS format by selecting 
the Excel 97-2003 Workbook option from the drop-down list.
